Church of St Matthew the Apostle

Church of St Matthew, whose building started in 1674 and was concluded in 1682. It
was built next to a smaller chapel also dedicated to St Matthew, which by 1575,
lacked any ornaments. It was probably built in the middle ages but is not listed in
Senatore de Mello's Rollo. It has a square plan and is roofed with stone slabs. There
was also a painting of St Matthew whose location is unknown. The altar is both
sculpted and painted. The chapel had a small belfry before WW2, which was not
replaced after bomb damage. The larger chapel has a rectangular plan and one altar.
The titular painting of the martyrdom of St Matthew was executed by Mattia Preti. In
1834 a balcony was constructed above the main doorway in the interior of the church.
The door has a rose window with stained glass. It had to be restored after bomb

damage during WW2. A feast is celebrated in September.
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
